The camp program has evolved over the years into a combination of classroom, field, and
recreational experiences that educate and entertain both the youth that have very little experience with
range education and those that have participated in range education while maintaining a high level of
recreational activities to keep the young people alert and interested in the program.

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Nebraska Extension Specialists and volunteers from other agencies provide classroom presentations.

The recreational activities include canoeing the Middle Loup River, swimming, various relays, and group

and individual contests. Awards are provided to the top 10 first-year campers and to the top returning
camper. The top 15 campers overall are eligible to compete for two or three paid sponsorships, made
available by the Nebraska Section Society for Range Management, to attend the International Society for
Range Management meeting in February and participate
Forum activities held in conjunction with that meeting.

The cost of the week-long camp is $275, which includes room, meals, and materials for the week.

Frederick G. Renner Award: For sustained outstanding accomplishment or continuing contribution to
any aspect of range science and range management by an active and contributing member of the Society
for Range Management based upon an evaluation of their lifetime's work to the Society.

WR Chapline Award: This award recognizes exceptional landowners, land managers, administrators
and counselors in the field of range management and supporting disciplines. People in private and public
occupations, at local, state and federal levels, are eligible for this award.

Outstanding Achievement: Qualifying contributions in management practices, research, administra-
tion, teaching, writing, legislation, foreign affairs, business activities, or public relations. Among those to
be considered are ranchers and administrators in land managing agencies who have conducted superior
rangeland management practices; scientists who have developed and conducted research leading to the
solution of major problems in range and related resource management; university professors who have
been especially effective in training range management students; specialists who have motivated
ranchers and others on a wide scale to adapt superior resource management practices; and persons who
have shown outstanding perception and legislative ability in contributing significantly to resource
management at a state, national, or international level.

Excellence in Range Management: Outstanding examples of management which result in long-term
health of the range resource while providing efficient production of livestock, wood products, water,
supporting wildlife, esthetic values, and other non-commodity values. This is a poster competition.

Outstanding Young Professional: An individual member who has demonstrated extraordinary
potential and promise as a range management professional. This award is presented as an encourage-
ment for outstanding performance by young men and women entering the profession of range
management.

3. Provide a format that encourages thinking and enhancement of communicative skills;
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4. Provide an opportunity to learn about range management, college and future careers
through interaction with society professionals;

5. Provide an opportunity to learn about the ecology and natural resources of the Annual
Meeting site; and

6. Provide an atmosphere that fosters camaraderie, friendship and lasting relationships.

Tom will return to the 2010 SRM meeting in Denver, CO, and give his Birdwood Restoration
presentation to the entire Society at the Awards Session, an honor that is bestowed upon the first place
high school student winner.
